1. INTRODUCTION

Murdoch and Satbayev University (“Parties™) want to collaborate with each other so as to promote
the advancement of international understanding, dissemination of learning and strengthening of
cultural ties. They have entered into this MOU to create a foundation from which such
collaboration may be developed.

Murdoch and Satbayev University (“Parties™) are willing of cooperation in the field of
preparation of highly qualified staff and International accreditation of educational
programs of SU. generally, and in particular in metallurgical, mineral processing and
material science specialties. The establishment of academic, scientific, technical and
cultural exchange is also included in the present MOU.,

By this MOU the Parties strive to extend international mutual understanding,
development of friendship with the help of stimulation and support of academic,
professional and intercultural activity and projects between the Parties and corresponding
associations supporting these Parties.

2. MUTUAL INTEREST

The Parties share a mutual intent to support and promote the spirit of this MOU by
encouraging academic collaboration, including:

2.1. the development and promotion of collaborative projects of mutual interest and
international training initiatives; and

2.2, holding academic meetings.

23. In accordance with the MOU both parties undertake to cooperate in the

academic, scientific technical and cultural activity and scientific exchange
in the field of mutual interest.

3.  NATURE OF COLLABORATION

341, Murdoch and Satbayev University propose to develop links between the two
institutions and support the aims of this MOU by way of collaborative projects and
training initiatives in areas of mutual interest.

3.2. The Parties recognize that the collaborative activities referred to in paragraph 3.1
will need to be conducted by way of separate, written agreements. Those
agreements will set out the Parties’ various rights and obligations in respect of those
activities.

« Preparation of high qualification staff (bachelor degree, master degree and Ph.D
degree) satisfying qualification requirements of Murdoch University and Satbayev
University.

« Coordination of educational plans and programs for receiving the scientific
bachelor degree, master degree and Ph.D degree in corresponding field of knowledge.

« Preparation for International accreditation of educational programs of SU.

« Exchange of individual scientists.

«» Exchange of scientific and technical information.

« Collaboration in realization of scientific Projects and Programs of mutual interest.

« Organization of joint seminars, conferences and workshops.

« Other forms of cooperation that may be mutually agreed between both parties.

4. DURATION

4.1. Subject to paragraph 4.2, this MOU will commence on the date it is signed by both
Parties and will last for 5 (five) years.

4.2. Either Party may terminate this MOU by giving the other Party 30 calendar days’
written notice of termination,

4.3. The termination of this MOU shall not affect the completion of specific activities
initiated and uncompleted.

5. FINANCING

Unless otherwise mutually agreed in writing, each organization will bear its own costs
connected with carrying out-cooperative projects. The terms of financing will be
established by both parties before the commencement of each project in line with.

6. NOMINATED REPRESENTATIVES

Both parties will designate their own technical coordinators to meet at mutually agreed
intervals to review the progress of ongoing project activities and to plan future activities
under this MOU.

7.  DISPOSITION OF RESULTS

The results of the project under the MOU shared by both parties on a confidential basis, in
accordance with the terms accepted by both parties for specific projects.

8. PROTECTION OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

The use of the name, logo and official emblem of one of the Parties in any printed document or
publication is prohibited without the prior written consent of the other Party.

Intellectual property Rights to any invention, product or service elements performed jointly by
both Parties or otherwise, the results of scientific research obtained in the course of joint activities
of the Parties will be the property of both Parties in accordance with the paragraph on mutual
agreements.



The results of research works obtained exclusively in the course of individual studies performed
by "Satbayev University" or "MURDOCH UNIVERSITY" will be the exclusive property of
this subject of the Memorandum.

9. LEGAL ISSUES

Nothing in this MOU will create a legal relationship between the Parties or be legally
binding on them. This MOU is to affirm the intent of the Parties to work together in good
faith in an attempt to progress the matters described in this MOU.

The establishment of
academic, scientific, technical and cultural exchange is also included in the present agreement
of cooperation. By this agreement of cooperation the Parties strive to extend international
mutual understanding, development of friendship with the help of stimulation and support of
academic, professional and intercultural activity and projects between the Parties and
corresponding associations supporting these Parties.

Article 1. Scope and Cooperation Sphere
In accordance with the agreement both parties undertake to cooperate in the academic,
scientific technical and cultural activity and scientific exchange in the field of mutual interest.

Article 2. Cooperative Activities
The cooperative activities under this agreement may consist of the following:

e Preparation of high qualification staff (holders of Master's and Ph.D. degree) satisfying
qualification requirements Institute of Geotechnics, Slovak Academy of Sciences and
KazNRTU.

e Coordination of educational plans and programs for receiving the scientific Master's

and Ph.D. degree in corresponding field of knowledge.

Organization of joint seminars, conferences and workshops.

Other forms of cooperation that may be mutually agreed between both parties.

Article 3. Implementation of Joint Projects

The individual project of mutual activities under this agreement will be fulfilled in terms
of the Attachment to the Agreement on Cooperation that specifies detailed content and
organization of the Project.

Article 4. Financing

Unless otherwise mutually agreed in writing, each organization will bear its own costs
connected with carrying out-cooperative projects. The terms of financing will be established
by both parties before die commencement of each project in line with Article 3.



Article 5. Designation of Coordinators

Both parties will, designate their own technical coordinators to meet at mutually agreed
intervals to review the progress of ongoing project activities and to plan future activities under
this agreement.

Article 8. Entry into Force, Modification and Termination

This agreement shall enter info force upon signature and remain in force for a five year
period. It may be amended or extended by prior written agreement of the parties. This
agreement may be terminated at any time by either party upon six month advance notice to the
other party. The termination of this agreement shall not affect the completion of specific
activities initiated and uncompleted.

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AGREEMENT of COOPERATION between

The non-commercial JSC K. I. Satpayev Kazakh National Technical University,
further non-commercial JSC KazNTU (Almaty, Kazakhstan) in the name of the
authorized person Zeinullin A.A. and Worcester Polytechnic Institute, further WPI
(Worcester, USA) in the name of the Director of Metal Processing Institute, MPI of
Worcester Polytechnic Institute D. Apelian, further called Parties, are willing of
cooperation in the field of preparation of high qualification staff and International
accreditation of educational programs of KazNTU in metallurgical, mechanical
engineering and material science specialty. The establishment of academic,
scientific, technical and cultural exchange is also included in the present agreement
of cooperation.

By this agreement of cooperation the Parties strive to extend international
mutual understanding, development of friendship with the help of stimulation and
support of academic, professional and intercultural activity and projects between the
Parties and corresponding associations supporting these Parties.

ARTICLE 1. Scope and Cooperation Sphere

In accordance with the agreement both parties undertake to cooperate in the
academic, scientific technical and cultural activity and scientific exchange in the
field of mutual interest.

ARTICLE 2. Cooperative Activities
The cooperative activities under this agreement may consist of the following:

» Preparation of high .qualification staff (holders of Master's and Ph.D. degree)
satisfying qualification requirements of Worcester Polytechnic Institute and non-
commercial JSC KazNTU.

» Coordination of educational plans and programs for receiving the scientific.
Master's and Ph.D degree in corresponding field of knowledge.

+ Preparation for International accreditation of educational programs of KazNTU.

+ Exchange of individual scientists.

+ Exchange of scientific and technical information.

+ Collaboration in realization of scientific Projects and Programs of mutual
interest.

« Organization of joint seminars, conferences and workshops.

+ Other forms of cooperation that may be mutually agreed between both parties.

ARTICLE 3. Implementation of Joint Projects.

The individual project of mutual activities under this agreement will be fulfilled in
terms of certain Project that specifies detailed content and organization of the
such Project.



ARTICLE 4. Financing

Unless otherwise mutually agreed in writing, each organization will bear its own
costs connected with carrying out-cooperative projects. The terms of financing will
be established by both parties before the commencement of each project in line with.

ARTICLE 5. Designation of Coordinators.

Both parties will, designate their own technical coordinators to meet at mutually
agreed intervals to review the progress of ongoing project activities and to plan
future activities under this agreement.

ARTICLE 7. Disposition of Results.

ARTICLE 8. Protection of intellectual property.

Compliance with the inventory and accounting of the intellectual property of each higher
education institution. Protection of intellectual property of each higher education institution
on the part of the non-commercial JSC KazNTU and WPI. Rule of law in the distribution
and use of higher education institutions of intellectual property, as well as employees and the
authors of works. Rule of law in the process of transfer of exclusive rights to intellectual
