1. Subject of Contract
1.1. Master's student pays, and University assumes the obligation

2. Rights and obligations of Parties

2.1. University undertakes:

2.1.1. To ensure the preparation of the graduate student in
accordance with State mandatory standard of postgraduate
education, curriculum and programs, taking into account the
specific features of Master’s student’s future professional
activity. To provide Master’s student with the opportunity to
receive additional paid educational services, as well as training
according to individual curricula.

2.1.2. After completing the full training program, successfully
passing the final certification, to assign an academic Master's
degree to the graduate student and issue the diploma of its own
sample.

2.1.3.To ensure free access and free use of the fund of
educational, scientific and methodological literature of the
University library.

2.1.4. To organize the Student's professional practice in
accordance with the curriculum.

2.1.5. To provide an opportunity for a Student on the territory of
the University, taking into account inclinations and desires, to
take part in scientific, cultural and sports events.

2.1.6. In case of liquidation of an educational institution or
termination of educational activities, take measures to transfer a
Student to continue his studies to another educational
organization.

2.1.7. At the request of the Student, transfer the Student from one
educational program to another, as well as not to prevent transfer
to another educational institution in accordance with the
procedure established by regulatory legal acts of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, based on the results of the educational program and
payment made at the time of transfer

2.2. University’s rights

2.2.1. To encourage and reward the Student for academic
success, scientific and creative activities, as well as to apply
disciplinary measures to the Student, up to expulsion, for
violation of academic discipline, the Charter, Internal
Regulations, Rules of credit technology of education and other
internal documents of the University, the norms of the legislation
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the terms of this Agreement.
2.2.2. To demand from the Student careful treatment of the
University's property and compensation for damage caused in the
event of its occurrence.

2.2.3. To carry out the procedure for checking the works (theses,
etc.) performed by a Student during his studies at the University
for plagiarism. In case of detection of plagiarism, the University
has the right to apply sanctions to the Student provided for in the
internal documents of the University.

2.2.4. The University does not bear any expenses related to the
Student's travel and accommodation (including the costs of
obtaining a visa, registration, residence permit, etc. for foreign
and nonresident students). If necessary and there are available
places, the University may consider allocating a place in the
dormitory for the Student. The cost of living in a hostel is not
included in the tuition fee.

2.2.5. The University is not responsible for the quality of Internet
access services.

2.2.6. If a Student misses classes without a valid reason and has
supporting documents, inform the Student's legal representatives
about this fact.

2.3.1. Strictly carry out in full the program of the individual
curriculum, schedules of independent work, take tests and exams
on time, attend training sessions according to the schedule.

2.3.2 Familiarize yourself with the regulatory documents
regulating the internal regulations, the learning process and
ethical standards of behavior. To observe academic discipline,
follow the orders and orders of the University management, the
requirements of the Internal Regulations and residence in the
dormitory, the Rules of credit technology of education and other
regulatory documents of the University.

2.3.3 Make timely payments for tuition and other payments in
accordance with the procedure and deadlines established by
Chapter 3 of the Agreement.

2.3.4. Take care of the equipment, library fund and other property
of the University. In case of material damage to the University,
the Student is obliged to compensate it in the amount of direct
damage caused or otherwise established by the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

2.3.5. Treat teachers, staff and students of the University with
respect and correctness.

2.3.6. In case of missing classes and/or exams, immediately
inform the University in writing about the reasons for the
omission and submit supporting documents no later than a week
from the day of absence.

2.3.7. If personal data, place of residence, phone number, e-mail
and other contact information, including parents and / or legal
representatives, change, inform the University in writing within
5 calendar days.

2.3.8. Immediately notify the University in writing of your
refusal to receive educational services in accordance with clause
4.3 of the Contract. Otherwise, the Student is obliged to pay for
the educational services of the University for the entire period of
the actual provision of services (until the date of issuance of the
order to expel the Student).

2.3.9. Comply with the safety and fire safety rules, as well as the
rules of military registration, the rules of registration and visa
regime (for foreign and non-resident students), other
requirements of the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
2.3.10. The student undertakes to log into the educational training
portal on a regular basis and check the corporate e-mail in
accordance with clauses 1.5-1.5.6 of this Contract.

The Parties agree that in the event of the issuance of regulations
that significantly change the conditions and costs of educational
services, an increase in labor costs and the inflation index, the
cost of education may be changed, but no more than once a year.
3.2. For the purposes of making payments under this Agreement,
one year means one academic year, the conditional duration of
which is 10 months (from September 1 to June 30).

Regardless of the dates of the beginning, end and duration of the
academic year established by the Academic Calendar, the
calculation of tuition fees is based on the duration and dates of
the beginning or end of the academic year established by this
paragraph.

3.3. Tuition fees are paid by the Student annually in the
following order:

3.3.1. 40% of annualtuition fees are paid no later than August 25
of the current academic year of admission (in subsequent years -
5 calendar days before the start of each academic year);

-30% of the annual tuition fee is paid annually by December 1 of
the current academic year;

- the remaining 30% of the annual tuition fee is paid annually by
April 1 of the current academic year.

3.3.2. Payment is made by money transfer to the current account
of the University specified in the details of this Agreement.
3.3.3. The student can make an advance payment for future
periods of study (for two, three or four years of study).

3.3.4. The tuition fee stipulated in the Contract includes the cost
of the minimum number of credits that a Student must receive for
a paid period in accordance with the working curriculum of the
educational program.

3.3.5. In case of registration of a Student for additional loans (in
excess of the minimum amount established by the work
curriculum), the Student makes an additional payment (100%
prepayment) for such loans in the amount established by the
internal documents of the University at the time of payment prior
to registration.

3.3.6. In case of registration of a Student (for disrespectful
reasons) for the number of credits below the minimum amount
established by the work curriculum, or the Student does not
attend classes in any of the registered disciplines, the amount of
tuition fees established by the Agreement cannot be changed, and
the funds paid under the Agreement for unregistered / missed
disciplines are not returned to the Student. At the same time, the
Student must register and complete such disciplines in another
semester for an additional fee.

3.3.7. If there is an academic debt (unsatisfactory grade) at the
end of the session, the Student must re-study the relevant
disciplines on a fee basis, provided that the passage of these
disciplines is necessary to obtain a University diploma.

3.3.8. Re-study of individual disciplines (retail), as well as re-
education on the course is carried out on a fee basis. Prior to the
start of re-education (registration for remakes), the student makes
an advance payment (100%) in the amount established by the
internal documents of the University at the time of payment.
3.3.9. If, at the end of the academic year, the Student has not
scored the GPA established by the University, the Student
remains for a repeat year of study.

In the second year of study, the Student makes a credit payment
for tuition for the actual number of disciplines (credits) for which
he is registered, based on the cost of one credit of study
established by internal documents of the University at the time of
payment.

3.3.11. In case of late payment of funds under the Contract, the
Student pays a penalty fee in the amount of 0.1% of the amount of
overdue debt for each day of delay.

3.3.12. If there is a payment arrears, the Student will be blocked from
accessing the educational portal for passing the current and
intermediate attestation (exams). Failure to take exams for this
reason is equated to academic debt (clause 3.9 of the Agreement)

3.3.14.In the case of granting academic leave, the time spent by
the Student on academic leave is not paid.

3.3.15. If there is a debt on tuition fees at the time of graduation
or graduation, an academic certificate and/or other educational
documents are not issued until the payment arrears are fully paid
(including the penalty provided for in the Contract).

4. Amendments and termination of Contract

4.1. Contract may be terminated or amended by mutual
Contract of the parties, as well as in other cases provided for by
this Contract or the current legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan. The party initiating the amendment or termination
of Contract shall notify the other parties in writing of this,
indicating the reasons.

Failure to attend classes, non-fulfillment of the degree program’s
curriculum by Master’s student is not a unilateral refusal to fulfill
this Contract.

4.2. University has the right (without prior written notice) to
terminate the Contract unilaterally and expel Master’s student
from University in case of failure to fulfill the obligations
stipulated by this Contract after 30 calendar days from the end of
the academic semester, as well as in case of systematic or gross
violation of Master’s student of the academic discipline, Charter
, Internal regulations, Rules of credit technology of education or
other regulatory documents of University, violation of the norms
of RK legislation.

4.3. Master’s student has the right to withdraw from University
at his/her own request. Master’s student also has the right to
transfer to study at the expense of the state educational grant or
funds of a legal entity.

4.3.1. At the same time, Master’s student is obliged to
immediately notify University in writing of his/her refusal from
Contract. Notification of University is made by submitting an
appropriate application (for expulsion, transfer) with its
registration in the office of University. If Master’s student has not
submitted an application for expulsion of his/her own free will in
the manner prescribed by this paragraph, then the contractual
relationship between Parties is recognized as valid, University
continues to provide educational services in accordance with
Contract terms.

4.3.2. Order for expulsion or transfer is issued within 5 working
days from the date of receipt of the relevant application.

4.4. lIssuing the order for expulsion or an order for transferring
the Master’s student to study at the expense of the state
educational grant entails the automatic termination of this
Contract. The date of the contract’s termination is the date of
expulsion of Master’s student based on the order of expulsion.

4.5. In the event of termination of this Contract in accordance
with clause 4.3 of this Contract, the tuition fees for Master’s
student are charged for the actual period of Contract until the date
of its termination.

4.6. In case of expulsion of Master’s student from University on
the grounds provided for in clause 4.2 of Contract, after paying
off the debt on tuition fees (including the penalty provided for by
Contract), Master’s student may be reinstated to study at
University in the manner prescribed by RK legislation.

4.7. In case of termination of this Contract at the initiative of
Master’s student before the start of Master student's studies at
University (before the start date of the academic year), subject to
compliance with the terms of clause 4.3 of this Contract, the
funds paid for the upcoming year of study are returned without
deducting a penalty.

4.8. Early termination of this Contract does not entail the
termination of the obligations of Master’s student to University
to pay for the educational services provided under this Contract
and pay the accrued penalty.

4.9. In case of early termination of this Contract in the cases
provided for in clause 4.2 of this Contract, Master’s student is
obliged to pay the University money for the actual period of study
until the termination date of Contract.

5. Dispute resolution procedure

5.1. All disputes arising from this Contract or in connection
with this Contract shall be resolved through negotiations.

5.2. If the parties do not reach an Contract between themselves, the
dispute is resolved in court at the location of the University, and in
case of default by the Student on payment in accordance with clause
3.3 of this Contract in accordance with clause 5.3. actual Contract.
5.3. The parties agreed that the University has the right, at its
discretion, to apply to a notary for issuing an executive
inscription to recover the amount of debt and penalties in an
indisputable manner or to a judicial authority at the location of
the University in accordance with the legislation of the Republic
of Kazakhstan.

At the same time, the executive inscription of the notary may be
made at the choice of the University, on the basis of the claimant's
application:

- at the place of registration (legal address of the debtor-
individual);

- at the place of residence of the debtor (the actual address of the
individual specified in the contract by the debtor at the time of its
conclusion);

- at the location of any notary of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
regardless of the place of residence, location or place of
registration of the recoverer and / or debtor.

Additional debt recognition is not required.

6. Other terms

6.1. Parties agree that in the event of issuing the regulations that
significantly change the terms and costs of educational services,
an increase in labor costs and inflation index, appropriate changes
may be made to Contract at the initiative of University.
University promptly notifies Master’s student of the need to
amend the Contract, indicating the appropriate justification. If
Master’s student refuses to make such changes, University has
the right to refuse to execute the Contract and terminate the
Contract unilaterally by notifying the Master’s student 30 days
before the termination date.

6.2. Parties shall not be liable for non-fulfillment/improper
fulfillment of their obligations under Contract, which arose as a
result of circumstances beyond the control of the parties, not
related to miscalculation or negligence of the parties and of an
unforeseen nature, such as: natural disasters, military operations,
publication by authorized state bodies normative acts that impede

At the same
time, mutual settlements are made between the parties for the
actual period of provision of services under Contract, and none
of the parties is responsible for the payment of the penalty/forfeits
provided for by Contract.

6.3. When changing the legal, postal or electronic address, or
other details, phone numbers, the relevant Party shall
immediately notify the other Party in writing. Party that has failed
to fulfill its obligations to notify the other Party shall bear the risk
of adverse consequences caused by this. The other Party, which
has not been informed of the changes that have occurred and, for
this reason, has used the old addresses, expired details, invalid
numbers, is considered to have duly fulfilled its contractual
obligations.

6.4. All messages, warnings, notifications, demands, statements
and other legally significant messages (hereinafter referred to as
the message) of the Parties during the execution of the contract
are sent by Parties in writing via corporate e-mail, personal e-
mail or through public postal operators / other mailing
organizations (hereinafter - by mail) to the addresses specified in
section 9 of Contract, or handed over by courier against the
signature of an authorized representative of the receiving Party.

Sending
a message by personal e-mail is considered failed if the
transferring Party receives a message about the impossibility of
delivery.

7. Anti-corruption clause

7.1. In fulfilling their obligations under this Agreement, the
