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1. Subject of the dissertation; its originality
The subject of the dissertation is an analysis of selected historical and cultural prototypes that

were significant to contemporary architectural thought.

It should be emphasised that the development of contemporary architecture is possible while
preserving the memory of architecture of a bygone period. Awareness of the value of historic
architectural buildings in building the culture of a place and its identity allows for continuity
in the cultural process of a place and respect for its wider heritage.

Depending on the specifics of the times and the conditions associated with them, there were
different design trends in terms of shaping the resulting architectural form. There is currently
no leading architectural style, but the main design trend can be considered to be the pursuit of
sustainable design principles that consider, among other things, clinical change, respect for
natural resources and cultural heritage, and above all consideration of social needs.

Plant forms, animal motifs, or those associated with natural phenomena are an element that is
commonly found in contemporary architecture. It represents an idea of the forces of nature
and the memory of history. It used to appear in monumental and decorative art, but today, due
to technological potential, it has also become an important motif for shaping contemporary
architectural form.

As the candidate has demonstrated in his work, contemporary Kazakhstan architecture draws
on the history and patterns of past periods. The increasing number of buildings that imitate
motifs or forms appearing in the past calls for an examination of this phenomenon, which
underlines the originality and importance of the subject matter of this work. This allows it to

be assessed as up-to-date and worth developing.

2. Research objectives
The aim of the dissertation is to systematise knowledge of contemporary trends in the shaping

of architecture created .by using and imitating forms characteristic of past times in the
contemporary architecture of Kazakhstan.

This required an analysis of the relationship between historical architecture and contemporary
examples of architectural objects that are the result of an individual interpretation of
architectural and artistic forms that existed in the past as important elements of regional
architecture testifying to the culture of a particular place. Many times, by referring to history,
a specific image is given to architectural works with specific functions.
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As the candidate noted in the dissertation, in contemporary architectural theory the symbolic

concretisation' of use has been defined today as ‘programmatic architecture’, and the global
process of imitating forms has been defined as ‘mimetic architecture’.

The analysis of these phenomena allows us to explore the architectural interpretation of

historical .and cultt}ral prototypes, which are becoming an increasingly common design trend
today. This determines the purpose of the research and its importance.

3. Methodology and degree of objective completion

The research methods used allowed an analysis of the prototypes created in the past, which

are now being used as a source of inspiration for the creation of new architecture. The use of

several complementary research methods in the study determined their completeness.
The research methods used 1n the study are:

- analysis of the current state of research,

. hlstgrlcal analysis aimed at the identification of buildings that are an interpretation of
historical and cultural prototypes;

- the .analyms of theoretical material and the study of examples to structure knowledge in the
creation of | objects illustrating the architectural interpretation of historical and cultural
prototypes in accordance with the thematic areas that constitute the leading motifs for
contemporary architecture;

- a multiple-case study that determined the shared features needed to architecturally interpret
historical and cultural motifs.

4. Significance of the research

The Promoter perceives the special scientific value of the work in the skilfully conducted
scientific research allowing the interpretation of the architectural historical and cultural
prototypes, which were analysed in a comprehensive manner. According to the author, the
dissertation is the first of its kind.

The candidate also states that the dissertation is the first to:

. form a collection of examples of architectural interpretation of historical and cultural
prototypes, which is organised according to the following problem areas: ideological,
architectural, thematic, natural,

- constitute a study that identifies the dominant thematic areas of historical and cultural

prototypes by historical sequence;
- present an analysis of K azakh architecture that draws on patterns and motifs from the past in

a global perspective.

5. results
The dissertation has achieved its stated research aims. This allowed an analysis of the

characteristics of buildings that are important motifs for interpreting historical and cultural
prototypes globally. The analysis included buildings as well as engineering structures, in the
image of which elements from the past can be distinguished. They provide a source of
interpretation of prototypes of structures of historical and cultural significance.

The author has developed theoretical assumptions that form the basis for determining the
features of the architectural interpretation of historical and cultural prototypes. The structures
analysed, which had not previously been considered as examples . of architectural
interpretation of historical and cultural prototypes, were identified as buildings that relate to
the history and culture of past periods.

In addition to its academic value, the work also has practical value — it provides an
opportunity to implement the findings in shaping Kazakhstan’s contemporary architectural

thought.
